John 21:1-14 

Jesus helps me share His Good News! 

After Jesus died on the cross and rose again, He was not with His disciples every day 

teaching them. So life was different for the disciples. 

One evening, Peter told his friends, “I am going fishing.” 

“We will go too,” said the other men.  So Peter, Thomas, James, John, Nathanael and 

two other disciples got into the boat.  They went out on the lake and fished with their 

nets all night, but they did not catch even one fish. 

In the morning, the fishermen saw a man on shore.  He shouted, “Friends, did you catch 

any fish?” 

“No,” they answered. 

“Put down the net on the other side of the boat.  You will find some,” said the man. 

The disciples did what the man said.  Soon their nets was so full they had trouble 

hauling it into the boat. 

Then, looking at the man, John said, “It is Jesus!”  Right away, Peter jumped into the 

water, and swam to Jesus.  The other men followed in the boat.
